(4 Use only the power cord supplied with the printer and do not use the cord with any other equipment. Use of
other cords with this printer or the use of the supplied power cord with other equipment may result in fire or
electric shock.

(d Be sure your AC power cord meets the relevant local safety standard.

[d Never disassemble, modify, or attempt to repair the power cord, plug, printer unit, scanner unit, or options by
yourself, except as specifically explained in the printer's manuals.

(J Unplug the printer and refer servicing to qualified service personnel under the following conditions:

The power cord or plug is damaged; liquid has entered the printer; the printer has been dropped or the casing
damaged; the printer does not operate normally or exhibits a distinct change in performance. Do not adjust
controls that are not covered by the operating instructions.

[ Place the printer near a wall outlet where the plug can be easily unplugged.

(A Do not place or store the printer outdoors, near excessive dirt or dust, water, heat sources, or in locations
subject to shocks, vibrations, high temperature or humidity.

(d Do not block or cover the vents and openings in the printer.

[d Use only the type of power source indicated on the printer's label.

[d Avoid using outlets on the same circuit as photocopiers or air control systems that regularly switch on and off.
(4 Avoid electrical outlets controlled by wall switches or automatic timers.

[d Keep the entire computer system away from potential sources of electromagnetic interference, such as
loudspeakers or the base units of cordless telephones.

(4 The power-supply cords should be placed to avoid abrasions, cuts, fraying, crimping, and kinking. Do not place
objects on top of the power-supply cords and do not allow the power-supply cords to be stepped on or run over.
Be particularly careful to keep all the power-supply cords straight at the ends and the points where they enter
and leave the transformer.

[ If you use an extension cord with the printer, make sure that the total ampere rating of the devices plugged into
the extension cord does not exceed the cord's ampere rating.

Read the following instructions before refilling ink.

Handling precautions
[d Use ink bottles with the correct part code for this printer.

[ This printer requires careful handling of ink. Ink may splatter when the ink tanks are filled or refilled with ink.
If ink gets on your clothes or belongings, it may not come off.

[ Store ink bottles at normal room temperature and keep them away from direct sunlight.
(4 Epson recommends using the ink bottle before the date printed on the package.
(4 Store the ink bottles in the same environment as the printer.

[ When storing or transporting an ink bottle after removing its seal, do not tilt the bottle and do not subject it to
impacts or temperature changes. Otherwise, ink may leak even if the cap on the ink bottle is tightened securely.
Be sure to keep the ink bottle upright when tightening the cap, and take measures to prevent ink from leaking
when you transport the bottle.

[d After bringing an ink bottle inside from a cold storage site, allow it to warm up at room temperature for at least
three hours before using it.

otherwise ink may leak.

[ When storing or transporting an ink bottle after removing its seal, do not tilt the bottle and do not subject it to
impacts or temperature changes. Otherwise, ink may leak even if the cap on the ink bottle is tightened securely.
Be sure to keep the ink bottle upright when tightening the cap, and take measures to prevent ink from leaking

when you transport the bottle.

(A Do not put opened ink bottles in the box with printer.

2. Make sure the power light turns off, and then unplug the power cord.

n Important:

Unplug the power cord when the power light is off. Otherwise, the print head does not return to the home
position causing the ink to dry, and printing may become impossible.

4. Make sure there is no memory card inserted.
5. Remove all of the paper from the printer.

Accessing a Memory Card From a Computer

You can write or read data on an external storage device such as a memory card that has been inserted in the
printer from a computer.

n Important:

U Insert a memory card after removing write protection.

1 If an image is saved to the memory card from a computer, the image and the number of photos are not refreshed
on the LCD screen. Remove and insert the memory card again.

[ When sharing an external device inserted in the printer between computers connected over USB and over a
network, write access is only allowed to the computers that are connected by the method you selected on the
printer. To write to the external storage device, enter Setup on the control panel and select File Sharing and a
connection method.

Note:
It takes a while to recognize data from a computer if a large external storage device, such as 2TB HDD, is connected.

The data on the external storage device is
displayed.

If you connected the printer to the network without the software disc or Web Installer, map a memory card slot or USB port
as a network drive. Open Run and enter a printer name \\XXXXX or a printer's IP address \\XXX. XXX XXX . XXX to
Open:. Right-click a device icon displayed to assign the network. The network drive appears in Computer or My Computer.

Select a corresponding device icon. The data on the external storage device is displayed.

[ To remove an external storage device, drag and drop the device icon to the trash icon. Otherwise, data in the shared drive
may not be displayed correctly when another external storage device is inserted.

(A To access an external storage device through the network, select Go > Connect to Server from the menu on the desktop.
Enter a printer name cifs://XXXXX or smb://XXXXX (Where "XXXXX" is the printer name) in the Server Address, and
then click Connect.
